As more and more scientific
evidence accumulates, it has become very clear that both Chlorpyrifos and Neonicotinoids are highly
dangerous in their impacts on life forms large and small.

For the benefit of many living beings, removing neonicotinoid pesticides from store shelves in Oregon will be
beneficial. In addition making it easier for affected agricultural interests to get the training they need by
reducing certification costs and increasing the annual fee paid by pesticide manufacturers are great ideas. This
Bill has much to recommend it.
