» 18% Lless likely to report a suicide
attempt
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SBHCs are Cost Effective

» Reduce inappropriate emergency room
use

» Help CCO’s meet their metrics on
adolescent well visits, immunizations,
and more.

» Leverage >S$3 for every $1 the state
invests.

There are 149 school districts without an SBHC.
