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WHAT THE MEASURE DOES:

Directs Department of Human Services to study and make recommendations on provisions of state law relating to
juveniles.

ISSUES DISCUSSED:

EFFECT OF AMENDMENT:

-1 Replaces measure. Requires person who receives child into protective custody to request criminal background
checks from Department of Human Services (DHS) on noncustodial parent and all adults in the home prior to
releasing child to noncustodial parent. Requires DHS to comply with such requests and adopt rules for same
consistent with requirements of the Department of State Police for use of the Law Enforcement Data System.
