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For voters who specifically have chosen to NOT have a political party, this bill tells
those voters they essentially have to join a political party of people who don’t want to
be members of a political party.
NAVs are NOT AFFILIATED with each other and are NOT AFFILIATED with any party
intentionally.
NAVs have widely divergent views on many if not all issues.
NAVs don’t want to be pigeonholed into a party.
This bill does not fix any problem. It does create a problem which is loss of
independence from party politics for NAVs. One key reason NAVs choose to be NAVs is
that they do not want to be part of party politics.
This bill creates unnecessary work and generates unnecessary expenses for the state
of Oregon and for the Counties and Cities.
