Directs Department of Education to conduct evaluation and administer pilot program related to abbreviated
school day programs.

Analysis:

This fiscal impact statement is for the purpose of transmitting the measure from the Senate Committee on
Education to the Joint Committee on Student Success.

The measure directs the Oregon Department of Education (ODE) to conduct evaluation and administer pilot
program related to abbreviated school day programs. The bill also appropriates $1.2 million General Fund to
ODE.

The measure is anticipated to have an impact on ODE, School Districts, and Education Service Districts.
