History:
• 1980’s - Transit services originally operated by Coos 

Curry Council of Governments
• 1999 - Transit Feasibility Study coincided with 

financing from State/Federal sources.
• 2003 – Insurance rates increased more than tenfold; 

Initial demonstration grants ran out, cutting funding 
by 44%

• January 2004 (to present) – CCAT becomes 
component unit of Coos county
o Statutorily unable to levy taxes, assessments or 

bond 
o Financed solely through rider fees, donations, 

fundraisers, sale of equipment, grants, 
operating subsidies.

• Annual Vehicle Revenue Miles – 229,075
• Annual Vehicle Revenue Hours – 18,776
• Annual Unlinked Passenger Trips – 44,144

• Historically (before STIF), between STF, 5310 and 
5311 formula grants - ~$616,000

• After STIF:

$303,000 $699,000 $801,000

• For this next biennium, STIF will more than double 
our operating budget.
