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Measure Description: 
Allows individuals who do not qualify for medical assistance or premium tax credits under Affordable Care Act to 
enroll in coordinated care organizations by paying premiums that cover actuarial value of health services.  
 
Government Unit(s) Affected:  
Oregon Health Authority (OHA) 
 
 
Analysis: 
This fiscal impact statement is for the purpose of transmitting the measure from the House Committee on Health 
Care to the Joint Committee on Ways and Means.  
 
The measure with the -1 amendment instructs the Oregon Health Authority (OHA) to develop a plan for a 
Medicaid Buy-In program or a public option to provide an affordable health care option to the 6% of Oregon 
residents who do not have access to health care. 
 
The measure is anticipated to have an impact on the Oregon Health Authority. 
 
A more complete fiscal analysis on the measure will be prepared as the measure is considered in the Joint
