Investing $1 billion per year in our schools and for our students’ success

Co-chairs Senator Roblan and Representative Smith Warner and members of the committee,

Oregon PTA urges a YES vote on HB 2019 which will bring a substantial down payment on
investing in our students, our schools and the future of Oregon.

After 100 years of advocacy Oregon is at another historical moment

Oregon PTA has a history of over 100 years of advocating for children and youth. Since the
passage of Measures 5, our volunteers have struggled mightily to try to make up for the failure
of our state funding for schools to meet the needs of all Oregon students. We are in Oregon’s
public schools every day and know what is missing for kids. Hard working teachers, staff and
PTA volunteers are no match for a state budget that hasn’t kept pace with the needs of modern
schooling.

With the passage of HB 2019 and implementation of the dedicated revenue for schools we are
about to deliver what more than a generation of students have missed.

JCSS state wide meetings revealed what we know about our schools.

Many PTA members were part of the Joint Committee on Student Success state wide hearings.
We heard testimony of what we understand too well what is needed for our students. We
know the stories of lost opportunity. We know schools help students who come to school from
chaos tired and hungry, in need of physical and mental health care and from families who
struggle.
