o The first full-virtual, state-wide online schools started 

opening in the early 2000’s.

o Virtual public charter schools now serve about 13,000 

students in 19 schools.



What is a Public Charter School?

● Public School of Choice

● Authorized by Sponsor, usually School District Boards

● Semi-Autonomous in their operation and governance

● Granted some flexibility from traditional requirements

● Accountable to Performance Expectations

Virtual Public Charter School Distinctives

● Curriculum and instruction delivered electronically
● Teacher and students are in different physical locations

● Specific statutory requirements ORS 338.120

asynchronous = students can engage anytime, pre-recorded

synchronous = students engage with live lessons

● In-person meetings and annual regional activities
● Attendance calculated through teacher-student check-ins 

twice a week (minimum for full funding)
