EFFECT OF AMENDMENT:

BACKGROUND:

Currently, the Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife (ODFW) caps nonresident tags for bear, cougar, and
antelope at three percent, and both elk and deer at five percent issued by drawing. According to ODFW, two
percent of spring bear and antelope hunt tags were drawn at random by nonresidents in 2018.
