BACKGROUND:

Current statute requires the Oregon Department of Agriculture (ODA) to adopt and enforce sanitation
requirements for food and food establishments, including construction and maintenance of the structure and
equipment, water supply, and health and cleanliness of the personnel and premises. The sale, exposure, or
offering for sale of specified agricultural products by a farm directly to consumers or on consignment does not
make the space used by the farm direct marketer subject to the food establishment standards administered by
ODA.

Senate Bill 390 would add olive oil to the list of agricultural products that farms can sell directly to consumers
without the space used by the direct marketer being subject to ODA's standards for food establishments.
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
