STRONGLY OPPOSE HB 2932, which prohibits court from asking defendant's
immigration status or requiring defendant to disclose defendant's immigration
status at time of plea or at any other time during criminal proceeding, but allows
additional time for plea after informed of adverse immigration consequences.
