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WHAT THE MEASURE DOES:
Adds animal control officer to the definition of public or private officials. Requires animal control officers to report
or cause a report to be made if they have reasonable cause to believe that any child with whom the official has
contact has suffered abuse or that any person with whom the official has contact has abused a child.  

ISSUES DISCUSSED:

EFFECT OF AMENDMENT:
No amendment.

BACKGROUND:
Any public or private official having reasonable cause to believe that any child with whom the official comes in
contact has suffered abuse or that any person with whom the official comes in contact has abused a child shall
immediately report or cause a report to be made in the manner required in ORS 419B.015. 

House Bill 2227 identifies animal control officers as public officials, thereby extending the duty to report child
abuse to animal control officers.
