• Impacting 43,600 students over biennium (92,000)
o Support for ALL students and schools
o High quality, inclusive programing

o High school student involvement & support

• $3.45 million in leveraged funds (first biennium)

Benefits of Full Programming
• National and International Studies
l 3-day vs 5-day residential program comparison:

o Interest in learning
o Environmental stewardship
o Knowledge & awareness
o Differences still pronounced after 3 months

• Oregon Studies

l Time outside & programming length associated with:
o Locus of control
o Environmentally responsible behavior
o Sensitivity & awareness

l Outdoor school evaluation; 3-day vs. 5 or 6-day
o Environmental learning
o 21st Century Skills: collaboration & communication
o Positive school behaviors
