• Healthcare, 55% net increases are due to: 

o $331M loss of one-time federal assistance 

o $329M federal matching fund cuts, from 25¢ to 21¢ on the dollar. 

o $340M caseload growth, “335,000 adults recently added to OHP”  

• PERS, 17% net increases for state employees and school districts.  

o $316.2M This figure needs to be covered by the state general fund to cover state and 

some school district employees. It doesn’t include local government payments, fees or 

other sources. 

• Ballot Measures, 20% League analysis. Voters passed 3 measures last fall: 

o $18.5M Measure 96, lottery funds for Veterans’  

o $294M Measure 98, “Oregonians for High School Success” 

o $$44.4M Measure 99, Outdoor School Education Fund 

• Inflation, $150M “inflationary rollup on current services”
