Ceasefire Oregon urges the House Judiciary Committee to consider expanding SB 1040A to
include the entire state of Oregon, not just one district or location.

SB 5, introduced in the 2019 Oregon legislative session by Senate President Peter Courtney,
proposed to:

“Makels] shooting range and person discharging firearm at shooting range strictly liable for
injuries resulting from bullets that stray outside boundaries of shooting range. Allows injured
person to bring civil action against city or county that fails to regulate shooting range after
having notice of dangerous condition. Removes prohibition on local government regulation
relating to shooting ranges.”
