Dear Senator Frederick,
As a constituent, | am writing to ask that you support HB 2001.

When | was born, my parents took me home from the hospital to the duplex they were renting.
At the time, my mother was working as a bank teller and my father was worked a job at a
slaughterhouse to pay his way through college. Living in a duplex in a walkable neighborhood
gave my family an economic opportunity that helped to set up me and my siblings for success.
Since then, I've lived in duplexes and triplexes in Madison, Wisconsin, Ann Arbor, Michigan,
and Washington, D.C. -- each time the availability of this housing type allowed me to live in a
neighborhood I never would have otherwise been able to afford.

Now, as a homeowner and a father of two young kids, I look around at my neighborhood in
Northeast Portland and | see space for more people to take advantage of the parks, the
playgrounds, the grocery store, the small businesses, the university, and the brand new K-8
school that are all within walking distance of our home. The problem is that the only housing
type allowed on my block is a single family home -- and that's not affordable for most people.
An ad in my neighborhood newspaper just listed the median home price in my neighborhood
at over a half-million dollars.
