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SUMMARY
Removes deadline by which State Board of Parole and Post-Prison Supervision must perform risk
assessment and classification on existing sex offender registrants. Directs board to biennially report
to Legislative Assembly beginning February 1, 2021, on assessment and classification progress.

Removes deadline by which Department of State Police must enter results of classification into Law
Enforcement Data System. Directs department to enter results within reasonable time after receipt.

Restores until January 1, 2022, statutory references to predatory sex offenders for adult offenders
not yet classified into risk level.

Declares emergency, effective on passage.
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
