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SUMMARY
Authorizes unit of local government that imposes local transient lodging tax to subpoena and
examine witnesses, administer oaths and order production of books or papers to prosecute inquiries
related to local transient lodging tax. Restricts obtainable information of transient lodging tax
collector subject to federal Electronic Communications Privacy Act of 1986 to information specified
in federal Act. Authorizes unit of local government to enforce subpoena or order under unit of local
government's laws.

Takes effect on 91st day following adjournment sine die.
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
