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SUMMARY
Expands definition of "retail telecommunications service" for purposes of universal service
surcharge. Authorizes Public Utility Commission to subject sale of communications and broadband
services other than retail telecommunication services to universal service surcharge. Directs
commission to transfer moneys deposited in universal service fund that are to be used for
encouraging broadband service availability to Broadband Fund.

Establishes Broadband Fund. Continuously appropriates moneys in Broadband Fund to Oregon
Business Development Department to provide grants and loans under program for assisting
qualified entities with projects for development of open access broadband service. Directs
department to adopt program for providing grants and loans by rule.
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
