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SUMMARY
Requires long term care facilities and residential care facilities providing care to six or more
residents to adopt specified protocols and procedures regarding preventing and reporting disease
outbreaks. Requires administrators and certain employees of facilities to be trained in recognizing
and reporting disease outbreaks.

Requires long term care facilities and residential care facilities providing care to six or more
residents to have inspection by Oregon Health Authority to ensure compliance with health and
sanitation laws.

Requires Long Term Care Ombudsman and Residential Facilities Ombudsman to inform staff at
long term care facilities and residential care facilities about responsibility of staff to report disease
outbreaks and about protections for staff who report disease outbreaks. Requires ombudsmen to
report to licensing agency any disease outbreak reported to ombudsmen by facility staff.
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
