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SUMMARY

Requires contractor licensed to conduct illegal drug manufacturing decontamination work to report
property that contractor knows or has reasonable grounds to believe was used for illegal drug
manufacturing and that has not been evaluated for fitness of use.

Prohibits person from performing work to decontaminate property that person knows or has
reasonable grounds to believe was used as illegal drug manufacturing site unless person is licensed
to perform decontamination work by Oregon Health Authority.

Authorizes authority to deny, suspend or revoke decontamination contractor license for failure to

comply with reporting and licensing requirements. Authorizes authority to, in addition to denial,
suspension or revocation, impose civil penalty not to exceed $500.
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
