BACKGROUND:
The Oregon Virtual School District is a collection of distance learning programs administered by the Oregon
Department of Education.  Its current purpose is to provide online courses for K-12 public school students.
Programs are available online, via interactive videoconferencing, digital cable, hand-held devices, or a
combination of these technologies.

House Bill 2022-A changes the name of the Oregon Virtual School District to Oregon Digital Learning Academy and
expands its purpose to include professional development for K-12 public school teachers in online learning.
