Appropriates $10,000,000 to the Oregon Coast Aquarium for projects that have been identified as priorities for
the aquarium's current capital campaign. Projects to include remodeling the entryway and cafe, improving three
galleries, creating a nature play area with a forestry theme, enhancing ocean literacy education programming, and
construction and furnishing a marine wildlife rehabilitation center. Declares emergency, effective upon passage.
