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SUMMARY
Lowers voting age from 18 years old to 16 years old.
Takes effect only if Joint Resolution (2019) (LC 3291) is approved by people at
regular general election held in November 2020. Takes effect on effective date of constitutional
amendment proposed in Joint Resolution (2019) (LC 3291).

OPEN GOVERNMENT IMPACT

Legislative Counsel has not adopted standards for drafting measures that establish exemptions
from disclosure of public records.

This measure removes the exemption from public disclosure for voter registration information of
individuals under 18 years of age.

This measure subjects the specified public records to mandatory disclosure under public
records law unless another exemption from public disclosure applies.
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
