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SUMMARY
Requires superintendent of state mental hospital, or director of facility designated by Oregon Health
Authority, to ensure that defendant committed for lacking fitness to proceed receives treatment
designed to allow defendant to attain defendant's highest level of health, safety and independence
and prepare defendant for eventual release into community.
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
