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SUMMARY
Defines "child" for purposes of vulnerable youth guardianships to be person under 21 years of age.
Creates vulnerable youth guardianship procedure for children between 18 and 21 years of age who
are not citizens or lawful permanent residents of United States, who are unable to be reunified with
parent and for whom returning to country of origin is not in child's best interests. Grants juvenile
court jurisdiction over vulnerable youth guardianships and custody of child for whom vulnerable
youth guardianship is established. Designates venue for vulnerable youth guardianship proceedings.

Takes effect on 91st day following adjournment sine die.
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
