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SUMMARY

Revises definition of terms "sexual conduct" and "substantiated report" for purposes of certain laws
related to abuse and sexual conduct by school employees.

Requires report of suspected sexual conduct be made to law enforcement agency or Department of
Human Services. Expands reporting and investigation requirements to sexual conduct by students.

Requires public or private official to report sexual conduct by regulated public or private official and
to report student sexual conduct. Directs Department of Human Services and law enforcement to
conduct investigation related to report.

Requires department and law enforcement agency to notify regulatory board of regulated public or
private official of findings related to sexual conduct. Directs regulatory board to initiate disciplinary
proceedings if department or law enforcement finds reasonable cause to believe that sexual conduct
occurred.

Requires department and law enforcement agency to notify school district of findings related to
student sexual conduct.
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
