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Measure Description:
Requires that educator who is certified by national professional organization for teaching standards be teaching
in public school in state in order to qualify to have educator license renewal fee waived.

Government Unit(s) Affected:
Teacher Standards and Practices Commission (TSPC)

Analysis:

This fiscal impact statement is for the purpose of transmitting the measure from the House Committee on
Education to the Joint Committee on Ways and Means.

The measure requires that educator who is certified by national professional organization for teaching standards
be teaching in public school, in order to qualify for educator license fee waiver. Applies to educator licenses
renewed on or after effective date.

The measure is anticipated to have an impact on Teacher Standards and Practices Commission.
