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SUMMARY
Limits extension that Land Use Board of Appeals may provide petitioner whose objection to record is
denied to seven days from later of original deadline or date of denial.

Prohibits board from accepting motions to take evidence not in record after period to object to
record.

Authorizes board to award attorney fees for motions filed without merit or made for purposes of
causing frustration or delay.
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
