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SUMMARY
Requires person that provides mental health care or services to prevent substance abuse to make
certain disclosures in any advertisement for or following any communication regarding person's
services or facilities. Prohibits person from paying or accepting compensation for referring or referral
of resident of this state for mental health care or services to prevent substance abuse. Provides that
failure to comply with or violation of Act is unlawful practice under Unlawful Trade Practices Act.

Becomes operative on January 1, 2020.

Takes effect on 91st day following adjournment sine die.
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
