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Measure Description:
Requires Oregon Health Authority and coordinated care organizations to partner with regional health equity
coalitions in addressing health disparities for communities of color.

Government Unit(s) Affected:
Oregon Health Authority (OHA)

Analysis:
This fiscal impact statement is for the purpose of transmitting the measure from the House Committee on Health
Care to the Joint Committee on Ways and Mean.

The measure appropriates $380,000 to the Oregon Health Authority (OHA) to increase funding to six regional
health equity coalitions and requires the Oregon Health Authority (OHA) and coordinated care organizations
(CCOs) to provide funding to regional health equity coalitions. The measure directs OHA to appoint and support
the work of a regional health equity coalition fidelity committee to oversee the regional health equity coalitions
that have partnered with CCOs.

The measure is anticipated to have an impact on the Oregon Health Authority.

A more complete fiscal analysis on the measure will be prepared as the measure is considered in the Joint
Committee on Ways and Means.
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
