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SUMMARY
Specifies benefits that may be provided by Department of Human Services to low-income families
after families, because of earnings or increases in hours of work, lose eligibility for temporary
assistance for needy families (TANF). Delays, for two years, increase in number of months that
family may receive specified benefits.

Eliminates certain requirements for job opportunity and basic skills program.

Extends suspension of provisions regarding TANF program.

Declares emergency, effective on passage.
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
