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Measure Description: 
Establishes advisory committee on testing standards for marijuana potency. Allows pilot programs to expand 
access to medical marijuana for registry identification cardholders. Creates process for revocation of certain 
marijuana licenses based on failure to pay taxes or failure to file a return.
