Appropriates moneys from General Fund to Department of Human Services for biennial expenses
related to implementation of the federal Family First Prevention Services Act by funding certain
evidence-based prevention services.

Appropriates moneys from General Fund to Department of Human Services for biennial expenses
relating to therapeutic foster care.

Appropriates moneys from General Fund to Department of Human Services for biennial expenses
relating to supplementing existing programs to include enhanced services for children with
intellectual or developmental disabilities.

Declares emergency, effective on July 1, 2019.
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
