Summary of Revenue Changes

The Oregon Medical Board (OMB) is solely funded by Other Funds revenues derived primarily from licensing and renewal fees assessed on the
regulated medical professions. The Board's revenue is derived from fees for licensure verification, fines or forfeitures imposed as disciplinary
measures, and the sale of lists, directories, or labels.

Summary of Human Services Subcommittee Action

The mission of the OMB is to protect the health, safety and well-being of Oregon’s citizens by ensuring only qualified individuals are licensed to
practice medicine in Oregon. The Board is responsible for the licensure and regulation of medical doctors, doctors of osteopathic medicine,
podiatric physicians, and physician assistants and licensed acupuncturists.

The Human Services Subcommittee approved a budget of $13,767,991 Other Funds and 41.00 full-time equivalent positions. Thisis a 7.2
percent increase from the 2017-19 Legislatively Approved Budget.

The Subcommittee approved the following recommendations:
e Package 102, Board Membership: increases Other Funds expenditure limitation by $12,145 to fund an additional Public Board Member.

e Package 103, Physician Wellness: increases Other Funds expenditure limitation by $250,000 on an on-going basis to fund the Physician
Wellness program, which provides accessible, confidential, and helpful services to physicians.
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e Package 104, Communications: increases Other Funds expenditure limitation by $180,928 to add a Public Affairs Specialist 1 (1.00 FTE)
position to ensure consistent, timely, and relevant information is disseminated from the Board to its licensees and stakeholders.
