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SUMMARY
Modifies definition of "exempt prohibited individual."

Prohibits permanently from providing child care individuals who have been subject of substantiated
report of child abuse in which victim suffered serious harm or death and individuals who are required
to report as sex offenders.

Requires certain individuals who have been subject of founded or substantiated report of child
abuse to apply and be enrolled in Central Background Registry prior to providing certain types of
care. Modifies definition of "subject individual."

Authorizes Office of Child Care to impose civil penalty and file for injunctive relief if subject individual
has not applied to and been enrolled in Central Background Registry and the individual provides
child care or has child in individual's care.

Declares emergency, effective on passage.
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
