Summary of Natural Resources Subcommittee Action 

The Subcommittee approved establishing a $1,000,000 General Fund Special Purpose Appropriation to the Emergency Board to be allocated to 
the Oregon Department of Fish and Wildlife for the Oregon Conservation and Recreation Fund.  The purpose of the Oregon Conservation and 
Recreation Fund is to protect, maintain and enhance fish and wildlife resources. Programs and activities that fit this purpose include improving 
educational outreach, expanding joint parks and recreation programs, improving public engagement in outdoor recreation programs, and 
promoting the health of Oregon’s ecosystems. An Oregon Conservation and Recreation Advisory Committee is created to make 
recommendations to the Fish and Wildlife Commission on the use of moneys from the Fund.  The General Fund appropriation cannot be 
released until at least $1,000,000 in matching funds is received from sources other than the state or federal government.
