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SUMMARY
Provides that if corporate activity tax imposed by section 63, chapter 122, Oregon Laws 2019
(Enrolled House Bill 3427), does not become law by March 1, 2020, certain other provisions of
chapter 122, Oregon Laws 2019 (Enrolled House Bill 3427), including establishment of Fund for
Student Success and related accounts, provisions for allowed uses of fund and accounts, direction
to Department of Education and decrease in personal income tax rates do not take effect.

Takes effect on 91st day following adjournment sine die.
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
