Summary of Revenue Changes 

House Bill 2001 appropriates $3,500,000 General Fund to the Department of Land Conservation and Development (DLCD) for the purpose of 
providing technical assistance to local governments to implement middle housing regulations and provide urban services. 
 
 

Summary of Transportation and Economic Development Subcommittee Action 

The Subcommittee approved a one-time increase of $3,500,000 General Fund to DLCD’s budget for the 2019-21 biennium. The appropriation 
will fund Special Payments expenditures to provide technical assistance to local governments, through contracted services and/or grants, to 
implement middle housing regulations and to develop plans to improve water, sewer, storm drain, and transportation services. The bill requires 
DLCD to provide necessary technical assistance to local governments to implement provisions of the bill by either June 30, 2021 or June 30, 
2022, depending on a city’s population size. House Bill 2001 declares an emergency and is effective upon passage.
