Summary of Public Safety Subcommittee Action

The Commission on Judicial Fitness and Disability is one of three independent state entities within the Judicial Branch. The Commission
investigates complaints filed against Oregon judges. It has jurisdiction over the state’s justices of the peace, pro-tem, circuit court and appellate
court judges, the tax court judge and Plan B senior judges. It does not have jurisdiction over municipal court judges, arbitrators, or
administrative law judges. The Commission may recommend the Oregon Supreme Court discipline a judge for misconduct and the Supreme
Court may censure, suspend, or remove a judge from the bench.

The Public Safety Subcommittee approved a 2019-21 biennium budget of $258,890 General Fund and one half-time position (0.50 FTE). This
represents a 2.4 percent increase from the 2017-19 Legislatively Approved Budget and is equal to the Current Service Level.
