HOUSE BILL 2398

On page 1 of the printed bill, line 2, after “464.250” insert “and 464.310”.

On page 3, after line 22, insert:

“ SECTION 2. ORS 464.310 is amended to read:

“464.310. (1) A licensee of the Department of Justice under ORS 167.117 and 167.118 and this

chapter, or an applicant for a license under ORS 167.118, 464.250 to 464.380, 464.420 and 464.450 to

464.530, without approval of the department, [shall] may not knowingly permit any person to par-

ticipate in the management or operation of any bingo, lotto or raffle game or Monte Carlo event for

which a license from the department is required if that person:

“(a) Has been convicted of or forfeited bond upon, or has been granted diversion upon a

charge:

“(A) Involving forgery, theft, willful failure to make required payments or reports to a govern-

ment agency at any level, or filing false reports to [such an] a government agency, or of any similar

offense[, or];

“(B) Of bribing or otherwise unlawfully influencing a public official or employee of any state

or the United States[,]; or

“ (C) Of any crime, whether a felony or a misdemeanor, involving any gambling activity or

physical injury to any person, or involving moral turpitude; or

“(b) Has violated, failed to comply with, or refused to comply with provisions, requirements,

conditions, limitations or duties imposed by ORS 167.118, 464.250 to 464.380, 464.420 and 464.450 to

464.530 or the rules of the department.

“(2) [No] A person other than a member or employee of a licensed organization, or any other

person authorized under the rules of the department [of Justice], may not participate in the man-

agement or operation of a licensed bingo, lotto, raffle or Monte Carlo event operation. [No] A person

who participates in the management or operation of any such bingo, lotto, raffle, Monte Carlo event,

concession or related operation may concurrently participate in the management or operation of any

other operation [unless such] if the participation is approved by the department. [The department

shall adopt rules authorizing concurrent participation on a temporary basis in response to emergency

circumstances.]”.

In line 23, delete “2” and insert “3”.
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
