SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Provides that Oregon School for the Deaf serve children who are zero through 20 years of age.

A BILL FOR AN ACT

Relating to education; amending ORS 346.010.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. ORS 346.010 is amended to read:

346.010. (1) Pursuant to rules of the State Board of Education, the Superintendent of Public In-

struction shall provide free training and education services in a school located in Marion County

for children who are deaf.

(2) The Superintendent of Public Instruction shall indicate which facilities shall serve as the

Oregon School for the Deaf.

(3) The superintendent may order a change in all or part in the purpose and use of the facilities

available under this section whenever the superintendent determines that a change in purpose and

use will better enable the state to meet its responsibilities for the education and training of children

who are deaf.

(4) The school shall be operated primarily for the provision of education and training services

for children who are deaf who cannot be efficiently served in other schools or programs.

(5) The school shall serve children who are deaf who are zero through 20 years of age.
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
