On page 2 of the printed bill, line 18, after “to” delete the rest of the line and lines 19 through
22 and insert “:

“(a) A brand-name prescription drug for which there was a cumulative increase of 10 percent
or more or an increase of $10,000 or more in the price of the brand-name prescription drug during
the previous 12-month period.

“(b) A generic prescription drug for which there was a cumulative increase of 25 percent or
more and an increase of $300 or more in the price of the generic prescription drug during the pre-
vious 12-month period.

“(4) Subsection (2) of this section does not apply to a prescription drug that is a retail drug that
is marketed or distributed pursuant to:

“(a) An abbreviated new drug application, approved under 21 U.S.C. 355();

“(b) An authorized generic drug as defined by 41 C.F.R. 447.502; or

“(c) A drug that entered the market before the year 1962, was not originally marketed under a

new drug application and is manufactured by four or more companies.”.
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
