It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Requires Oregon Health Authority to make available upon request specified information re-
garding dental care providers that contract with coordinated care organizations.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to dental care providers.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. (1) As used in this section, “coordinated care organization” has the meaning
given that term in ORS 414.025.

(2) The Oregon Health Authority shall make available to any person upon request the
number and percentage of dental care providers contracting with coordinated care organ-
izations that are:

(a) Publicly funded by state or federal funds;

(b) Nonprofit; or

(c) For profit.

(8) The information described in subsection (2) of this section shall be presented by co-

ordinated care organization, by geographic region and in the aggregate.
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
