AN ACT

Relating to the financial administration of the Higher Education Coordinating Commission; and de-

claring an emergency.

Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. For the purpose of carrying out the provisions of ORS 291.055 (1)(e), the

following new or increased fees, adopted by the Higher Education Coordinating Commission

and approved by the Oregon Department of Administrative Services, are approved:

(1) In-state schools:

Tuition income range - fee:

(a) $0 - $15,000 ................................ $ 1,014

(b) $15,001 - $50,000......................... $ 1,352

(c) $50,001 - $125,000 ....................... $ 1,690

(d) $125,001 - $250,000...................... $ 2,409

(e) $250,001 - $500,000...................... $ 3,126

(f) $500,001 - $750,000...................... $ 3,845

(g) $750,001 - $1,000,000 ................... $ 4,563

(h) Over $1,000,000 - The base

rate of paragraph (g) of

this subsection plus $359

for every $250,000 over

$1,000,000

(2) Out-of-state schools:

Tuition income range - fee:

(a) $0 - $50,000 ................................ $ 3,126

(b) $50,001 - $250,000 ....................... $ 3,845

(c) $250,001 - $500,000...................... $ 4,653

(d) $500,001 - $750,000...................... $ 5,282

(e) $750,001 - $1,000,000 ................... $ 6,000

(f) Over $1,000,000 - The base

rate of paragraph (e) of

this subsection plus $359

for every $250,000 over

$1,000,000

(3) Nonrefundable application
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fee for new licenses:

(a) In-state applicants .................... $ 5,200

(b) Out-of-state applicants ............. $ 7,500

SECTION 2. This 2019 Act being necessary for the immediate preservation of the public

peace, health and safety, an emergency is declared to exist, and this 2019 Act takes effect

July 1, 2019.
