A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to legal representation.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:
SECTION 1. The Oregon State Bar shall study methods for providing legal representation
for indigent persons in civil matters and report to an appropriate committee or interim

committee of the Legislative Assembly no later than September 15, 2020.
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
