SUMMARY

The following summary is not prepared by the sponsors of the measure and is not a part of the body thereof subject
to consideration by the Legislative Assembly. It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Directs Public Employees’ Benefit Board and Oregon Educators Benefit Board to establish pilot
program allowing public employees to obtain health services from coordinated care organizations.
Takes effect on 91st day following adjournment sine die.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to coordinated care organizations; and prescribing an effective date.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. The Public Employees’ Benefit Board and the Oregon Educators Benefit
Board shall establish a pilot program allowing public employees to obtain health services
from coordinated care organizations for plan years beginning on and after January 1, 2020.

SECTION 2. Section 1 of this 2019 Act is repealed on January 2, 2025.

SECTION 3. This 2019 Act takes effect on the 91st day after the date on which the 2019

regular session of the Eightieth Legislative Assembly adjourns sine die.
