It is an editor’s brief statement of the essential features of the
measure as introduced.

Modifies definition of “vulnerable user of a public way” to include persons operating or riding
on moped or motorcycle.

A BILL FOR AN ACT
Relating to vulnerable users of public ways; amending ORS 801.608.
Be It Enacted by the People of the State of Oregon:

SECTION 1. ORS 801.608 is amended to read:

801.608. “Vulnerable user of a public way” means a pedestrian, a highway worker, a person
riding an animal or a person operating, or riding on, any of the following on a public way, cross-
walk or shoulder of the highway:

(1) A farm tractor or implement of husbandry;

(2) A skateboard,;

(3) Roller skates;

(4) In-line skates;

(5) A scooter; [or]

(6) A bicyclel.];

(7) A moped; or

(8) A motorcycle.

NOTE: Matter in boldfaced type in an amended section is new; matter [italic and bracketed] is existing law to be omitted.
New sections are in boldfaced type.
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
