PROPOSED AMENDMENTS TO

HOUSE BILL 2195

On page 1 of the printed bill, delete lines 14 through 21 and insert:

“SECTION 1. (1) The portion of the State Capitol State Park that

is the southwest corner of the park, just to the south of the World

War II memorial, is hereby dedicated to a Vietnam War memorial.

“(2) The Vietnam War memorial shall be sufficient in size to ac-

commodate the memorial design approved by the Vietnam War Me-

morial Task Force under section 2 of this 2019 Act.

“(3) A Vietnam War memorial constructed under this section is an

outright permitted use without taking an exception under ORS 197.732

to the statewide land use planning goals or changing the acknowledged

comprehensive plan or land use regulations of Marion County.

“(4) The Department of Veterans’ Affairs shall maintain the fin-

ished memorial.”.

On page 2, line 5, delete “; and” and insert “;

“(c) Apply for one or more grants from the Veterans and War Memorial

Grant Program administered by the State Parks and Recreation Department;

and”.

In line 6, delete “(c)” and insert “(d)”.

After line 21, insert:

“(10) The task force is established as an entity that meets the qualifica-

tions to be eligible to apply for a grant from the Veterans and War Memorial
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Grant Program.”.
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
